Entrance to Pre-school

Please enter the school through the front pedestrian entrance, follow the path to the left-hand side of the building to the Pre-school classroom via the ramp. Please remember to close the gates when you enter or exit the building.
Please do not enter Broomley First School playground unless you need to collect another child.
Do not on any occasion cut across the car park at the front of the school. 
Key person
Your child will be allocated a key person on entry to pre-school. There may be occasions when this will change to suit your child’s needs; you will be informed of who your key person is in writing.

Curriculum/planning
We follow the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) and use this as our curriculum.  Where possible we follow the children’s interests and adapt or plan activities to incorporate these.

The first 2 weeks of term will be focusing on settling the children in to pre-school so the PE and Outdoor sessions will start in week 3.

Observations
Staff will make observations of the children’s progress throughout the year and will create a ‘learning journal’ for each child. These will come home every half term (unless you would like them any other time) for you to look at with your child and add some photos or comments from home. 
Snacks

We ask parents to pay a contribution of £8.00 per half term towards the children’s snacks, cooking ingredients and outdoor school activities. An invoice will be sent at the end of each term.

There will be a range of different fruits/veg along with toast, crackers or biscuits on occasions.
Due to the new rules regarding food allergens, pre-school will buy the snacks and display any food items containing the 14 common allergens on the Parent display board. Please take the time to look at this information
Lunch hour
Children are able to stay for the lunch hour 12-1pm at the cost of £5.00. You can choose to bring a packed lunch or order a school lunch. We are a nut free school so please be aware of this when preparing a packed lunch.

Payment for school lunches, which is £2.88, will need to be paid directly to the pre-school, by cash or bank transfer
P.E
Please provide your child with a pair of PE shoes in a named bag. PE will take place on a Tuesday morning.

Outdoor play
Please provide your child with a pair of named wellington boots. It is often better to have a pair of boots left in pre-school as we go outdoors frequently and it can often get very muddy.
Forest School day

These activities take place on a Wednesday and we ask children to come ready in waterproof trousers and jackets. More information will follow once the children have started pre-school.

Sun cream
Please remember in the hot weather to apply sun cream to your child prior to coming to pre-school. This is the safest way as it ensures all children are covered and using a sun cream that suits them.
Illness

Please inform the Pre-school if your child is going to be absent.

Children who have experienced vomiting or diarrhoea should remain home for 48hrs before returning to Pre-school.

If your child becomes ill during the session, every effort will be made to contact you.
Mobile Phones and Social Networking sites.
Parents/visitors are asked not to use their mobile phones whilst in the setting. A ‘No Mobile Phone’ Poster is on display in the setting.

Parents/Visitors are asked not to send ‘friend requests’ on any social networking sites to staff members whilst their child is attending pre-school.

Parents/Visitors are asked not to post any photographs or information of the setting, staff, children or parents on any social networking site without their permission.
These requests are in line with our Safeguarding policies.

Please ensure that all of the children’s belongings are named, thank you.
If you have any queries, please do not hesitate to contact me before starting pre-school in September.
